Recommendation

This joint study session is part of a multi-step process that was established by City Council to help inform its
decision-making about potential names and/or dedications for the facilities and major programs to be
located in the Menlo Park Community Campus project (MPCC). The purpose of this joint study session is to
hear input from the community, and to inform the Parks and Recreation Commission (PRC) and Library
Commission (LC) about the process City Council has directed for selecting names and/or dedications for
the new facility and its major programs.

City staff recommends that during this joint study session, the PRC and LC open a new four-week public
comment period for Menlo Park residents to offer their feedback and suggestions for naming/dedicating the
newly constructed facility and/or each of the five major programs—senior center, public library, youth
center, aquatics center, and recreation center—that will be housed in it. All comments previously received
on the topic of naming have been retained and will be included with any new public comments that are
received during the four-week public comment period.

At the end of the four-week public comment period, the PRC and LC will jointly convene another public
meeting, tentatively on Oct. 25, to consider all community input received, including comments previously
received; hear additional public input; review the procedure and criteria in the Naming Policy; and City
Council direction. Then, at that time, the PRC and LC could jointly recommend to City Council:

* Up to three potential names and/or dedications for the overall facility

* Up to three potential names and/or dedications for each of the five major programs to be housed in it.

The City Council will review the PRC’s and LC’s recommendations in November or December on a date to
be determined; review community feedback; hear additional public input; and consider the procedure and
criteria in the Naming Policy. City Council will have the final decision on a name and/or dedication for the
overall facility, and names and/or dedications for each of the five major programs that will be housed in it.

Policy Issues

As advisory bodies to the City Council, the PRC and LC serve as forums for public feedback and
discussion, and make recommendations to City Council related to Menlo Park’s recreation and library
programs and facilities.

City Council Policy #CC-23-026, “Naming and/or changing the name of facilities,” (Naming Policy) was
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updated by City Council by Resolution No. 6817 on March 14, 2023. It establishes the procedure and
criteria for naming and/or dedicating a new facility, or the individual programs or components within a new
facility, or the renaming and/or rededicating of a previously designated park, playground, building, or other
unit under the City’s jurisdiction (Attachment A).

City Council is the sole decision-making authority for naming or dedicating City facilities. As advisory bodies
to City Council, the PRC and LC have no decision-making authority related to naming or dedicating City
facilities. The PRC and LC will not make any decisions nor recommendations about specific names and/or
dedications during this joint study session.

Background

Project development, construction, demolition of previous facilities

On Dec. 16, 2019, Facebook (now Meta) submitted its initial proposal for developing a newly constructed
multiservice public facility on City-owned property at 100-110 Terminal Avenue. Meta proposed to develop
and construct the new facility, and after completion, the new facility would be owned and operated by the
City of Menlo Park for the community. The initial project proposal was to incorporate a senior center, branch
library, youth center, and recreation center in a single newly constructed multiservice center facility. The
proposed project site was the location of four existing public facilities which were proposed to be
demolished to make way for the project.

In January and February 2021, City Council approved the project, which had expanded in scope to include
a newly constructed aquatics center, among other project enhancements to be funded by the City of Menlo
Park. Site preparation work began in summer 2021 with the demolition of the four existing facilities: Belle
Haven Pool, Belle Haven Youth Center, Menlo Park Senior Center, and Onetta Harris Community Center.

In November 2021, the City of Menlo Park and Meta held a groundbreaking ceremony to mark the start of
new construction on the MPCC project. Shortly afterwards, the foundation of the new facility was excavated
and poured, new steel framing was erected, and the new facility began to rise and take shape. Construction
has proceeded at a brisk pace, and the project is on track to be completed and open to the public in 2024.
Additional construction-related background information is available on the project website (Attachment B).

Analysis

City Council direction for the naming process and timeline

On Jan. 24, City Council directed City staff to update the city’s Naming Policy and undertake a process with

robust community input to help inform the City Council’s decision-making to identify:

1. A name and/or dedication for the overall Menlo Park Community Campus (MPCC) building

2. Names and/or dedications for each of the five major programs housed in the MPCC building: senior
center, branch library, youth center, aquatics center, and recreation center

3. Recognitions for individuals and/or groups who donate toward the costs of the opening day furnishings,
equipment, books, public art, and other amenities in the MPCC building.

On March 14, City Council updated the Naming Policy and authorized a process with robust community
input to help inform the City Council’s decision-making to identify names and/or dedications in the MPCC
facility. City Council also directed City staff to prioritize the development of MPPC programming first, and to
schedule the facility naming process in summer/fall 2023 after the programming work had been mostly
completed. A summary of the naming process and updated timeline is provided below. All dates are
tentative and are subject to change:

+ Sept. 18 - PRC and LC jointly convene a public study session to review City Council direction and the
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Naming Policy, and open a new four-week public comment period for Menlo Park residents to offer input
and suggestions for naming/dedicating the new facility and/or each of its five major programs

* Oct. 25 - PRC and LC convene a public meeting to consider all community input received, City Council
direction and the Naming Policy, then recommend to City Council up to three potential names and/or
dedications for the overall facility, and up to three potential names and/or dedications for each of the five
major programs that will be housed within the new facility.

* November/December TBD — City Council reviews the PRC’s and LC’s recommendations and hears
additional public input, then selects a name and/or dedication for the overall facility, and selects names
and/or dedications for each of the five major programs that will be housed therein.

Naming rights
Per the City’s Naming Policy, the City Council is the sole decision-making authority for naming or dedicating

City facilities, including the MPCC facility and the programs that will be housed in it. The City’s naming
rights for the MPCC project are affirmed in the Funding and Improvement Agreement between City of Menlo
Park and Facebook (now Meta), which states, “The City shall have the sole discretion to name the Project in
accordance with its internal policies; provided, however, that prior to selecting the name, the City must meet
and confer with Facebook. The City shall not license, sell, or otherwise commercialize the naming rights for
the Project, or provide naming rights to a donor. Facebook shall have the non-exclusive right to use the
appearance and image of the Project and refer to the Project’s name in its marketing or any other published
materials.”

Background of the project’s current working title, “Menlo Park Community Campus”

At the heart of the MPCC project is a single, newly constructed multiservice public facility. The new facility
will incorporate City services that previously were housed in five separate facilities, including a senior
center, branch library, youth center, aquatics center, and recreation center. The MPCC project is steeped in
a rich and complex local history, and the new facility’s design is intended to honor and continue that history
by incorporating and prioritizing the traditional City services and community experiences that Menlo Park
residents, especially long-time Belle Haven neighborhood residents, desire, need, and rely upon. At the
same time, the MPCC project’s innovative design is intended to create new synergies and opportunities to
deliver multigenerational services to the Menlo Park community in novel and impactful ways by co-locating
multiple programs in a single, state-of-the art, newly constructed facility.

On Oct. 15, 2019, when City Council accepted the Parks and Recreation Facilities Master Plan (PRFMP), it
included a recommendation to re-imagine the site at 100 Terminal Avenue as a multi-generational,
community-centric campus. The envisioned campus was referred to in the PRFMP by the working title,
“Belle Haven Multi-Generational Community Campus and Park.”

On Jan. 28, 2020, when City Council first approved a resolution of intent to collaborate with Facebook (now
Meta) to develop a new multigenerational facility at 100-110 Terminal Avenue, the project was referred to by
the working title, “Belle Haven Community Center and Library,” or BHCCL for short.

On Sept. 15, 2020, City Council was advised that the project would be referred to by the working title,
“Menlo Park Community Campus,” or MPCC for short, to be more inclusive reflecting the benefits to the
overall City and the other components of the project besides the community center and library, namely the
senior center, youth center, and pool. The actual naming of the new facility would be a separate process
after approval of the project design.

Overview of previous and current facilities and programs
What follows are summary status updates of the previous and current facilities and programs that will be
housed in the new MPCC facility when it opens.
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Belle Haven Branch Library

Currently located at 413 Ivy Drive, Belle Haven Branch Library has remained open to the public in the same
location during MPCC project construction. Belle Haven Branch Library will move into the MPCC when the
project is complete. The new facility will include an expanded library space that spans two floors and
features a new makerspace, teen zone, children’s outdoor patio, and tutoring/study rooms. The library’s
current location at 413 Ivy Drive is part of the Belle Haven Elementary School site owned by Ravenswood
City School District, and that space will revert to the school’s use after the library moves out.

Belle Haven Pool

Formerly located at 100 Terminal Avenue, the Belle Haven Pool facility was closed and demolished in June
2021 to make way for the MPCC project. Aquatics programs are not being provided at this location during
construction, but will be provided in this location when the new facility opens. The new facility will include a
new aquatics center with performance pool, instructional pool, family splash pad, and other features.

Belle Haven Youth Center

Formerly located at 100 Terminal Avenue, the Belle Haven Youth Center building was closed and
demolished in June 2021 to make way for the MPCC project. The youth center program moved to a
temporary modular building in the Kelly Park parking area in May 2021, and has remained open in that
interim location during the MPCC project construction. The youth center program will move into the MPCC
when the project is complete. The new facility will include an enhanced youth center space with classroom
and indoor play areas, outdoor play yard, children’s restrooms, kitchenette, and other features.

Menlo Park Senior Center

Formerly located at 100 Terminal Avenue, the Menlo Park Senior Center building was closed and
demolished in June 2021 to make way for the MPCC project. The senior center program temporarily moved
to Arrillaga Family Recreation Center in May 2021, and has remained open in that interim location during
the MPCC project construction. The senior center program will move into the MPCC when the project is
complete. The new facility will include multiple senior center spaces with senior lounge, dining and event
hall, commercial-grade kitchen facility, outdoor terraces, and easy access to auxiliary spaces and programs
in the library, makerspace, and movement studio, among other features.

Onetta Harris Community Center

Formerly located at 100 Terminal Avenue, the Onetta Harris Community Center building was closed and
demolished in June 2021 to make way for the MPCC project. Most recreation and sports programs are not
being provided at this location during construction, but will be resumed when the new facility opens. (Some
smaller-scale recreation classes are being provided at nearby Belle Haven Branch Library on an interim
basis during construction.) The new facility will include a public gymnasium, fithess center, movement
studio, locker room and showers, classroom space, and other features.

Overall “campus” name

Prior to being demolished to make way for the MPCC project construction, the facilities at 100 Terminal
Avenue were located in separate, standalone facilities, and each bore its own individual name. There is no
record of a single overall name having been assigned to the overall cluster of facilities—sometimes referred
to as a “campus”—by City Council in the past. The former monument sign at 100 Terminal Avenue prior to
the demolition listed the names of the individual facilities on the site (including Kelly Park which is not part of
the MPCC project construction), but did not list or indicate an overall campus name (Attachment C.)

The construction of a single new multiservice facility presents the opportunity for the City Council to
potentially assign an overall name and/or dedication to the campus that will encompass the five programs
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noted above—library, aquatics center, youth center, senior center, and recreation center—in addition to
assigning names and/or dedication to each of the five individual programs. City Council could also choose
to include Kelly Park in any overall campus name or dedication, if desired, however it should be noted that
there is no intent or process to change the name of Kelly Park itself at this time.

Other naming and/or dedication considerations

Current program names, wayfinding signage

Each of the five major programs that will be located together in the new multiservice facility—library,
aquatics center, youth center, senior center, and recreation center—previously had or currently have names
assigned to them (as listed in alphabetical order):

e Belle Haven Branch Library

Belle Haven Pool

Belle Haven Youth Center

Menlo Park Senior Center

Onetta Harris Community Center

These individual programs will no longer be housed in separate, individual buildings when the new
multiservice facility opens, however, each program will be housed in its own distinct area of the new facility,
marked by signage on those areas, on wayfinding signage throughout the new “campus,” and in official City
directories. It is intended that each individual program retain its unique identity and programs in the new
facility, even as new collaborations and synergies between the individual programs are created by the newly
constructed facility’s unique all-in-one design. This presents the opportunity for the City Council to
potentially reaffirm the existing or previous names for each of these individual programs, or to potentially
assign new names and/or dedications to each of these programs.

Monument sign
The project design includes a new monument sign located next to the street at the site’s entrance on
Terminal Avenue for the purposes of demarcating the address and indicating what is located there.

Building main entry sign

The project design includes a sign over the main entrance into the new building to identify the building to
visitors. Of note, the new building will have a single consolidated main entrance and entry sign. This is
different from the previous facilities, which were in separate buildings each with its own main entry sign.

Wayfinding and room signs

The project design includes signs on each of the individual rooms inside the building, and wayfinding
signage distributed throughout the “campus” to guide visitors to the individual programs and destinations. If
City Council selects names and/or dedications for each of the major programs in the new facility (or
reaffirms their existing/previous names), they would be displayed on the wayfinding and room signs.

Dedication plaque

It is customary for significant new public buildings to display a dedication plaque at the front entry or other
prominent edifice. Dedication plaques typically display the year or date the building was completed and
officially dedicated, and recognize individuals or entities that played significant roles in the project’s
development such as elected officials, architects, builders, financiers, voters and/or ballot measures, as
appropriate to the specific facility. City Council could choose to recognize individuals or entities that played
significant roles in the project’s development by including such recognitions on a dedication plaque.

Public input for the naming process
Members of the public are welcome and encouraged to share written comments and suggestions related to
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MPCC naming and/or dedications through any of the following means:

City staff has received over 150 written public comments related to MPCC naming and/or dedications to
date. Public comments will continue to be accepted through Oct. 25. A compilation of all written public
comments received will be published in a report to PRC and LC for the joint meeting tentatively on Oct. 25,
and in the subsequent report to City Council later in 2023.

Naming process next steps

On Oct. 25, City staff will present to the PRC and LC the following information to help inform and support
the PRC and LC'’s joint recommendations to City Council:

Compilation of all written public comments received through various feedback channels

Summary of the public feedback received

Brief review of the Naming Policy and City Council direction related to the naming process

Matrix of naming and/or dedication opportunities to aid the PRC’s and LC’s discussion and
recommendation process.

Impact on City Resources

As advisory bodies to the City Council, the Parks and Recreation Commission and Library Commission do
not authorize resource allocations. City budget authorizations are the sole purview of the City Council.
There is no direct impact to the City’s General Fund associated with this study session.

Purpose and scope

From time to time the City has the opportunity to name and/or dedicate a new facility, or the individual programs or
components within a new facility, or is requested to rename and/or rededicate a previously designated park,
playground, building or other unit under the City’s jurisdiction.

In order to formalize the City’s consideration of these opportunities and requests, and to provide guidelines to the
public, the City has adopted the following procedure and criteria for the naming and/or dedication of facilities.

1. It shall be the policy of the City not to change the name of any existing City facility, particularly one whose name
has City, regional or national significance, unless there are the most extraordinary circumstances of City, regional
or national interest and no other new facility can so be designated.

2. The existing place names within Menlo Park shall be deemed to have historic significance to the City. The City will
modify existing place names only with the greatest reluctance and, when naming or dedicating facilities in honor of
a person or persons, only to commemorate a person or persons who have made major, overriding contributions to
the City and whose distinctions are as yet under-recognized by the City.

3. The City Council is the final decision-making body for the selection of nhames and dedications for City facilities. The
City Council may direct an appropriate City Commission to consider inputs from the community and recommend
names or dedications to the City Council -- for example, it may select the Parks and Recreation Commission to do
so for public parks, playgrounds, athletic fields, paths, tennis or pickleball courts, gardens, recreation buildings and
related facilities.

4. The naming, dedication, renaming and/or rededication of City facilities will recognize and take into consideration

the following criteria:

¢ A clear and compelling connection to significant local places, communities, neighborhoods, history, geographical
features, people, achievements, events, and/or other attributes of the City and community of Menlo Park

¢ Inclusion, belonging, access, fairness, and justice for the entire Menlo Park community and all of the people who
are part of it

¢ A deceased person (no sooner than five years after death) who made major, overriding contributions to the City
and community of Menlo Park and whose distinctions are as yet under-recognized by the City

¢ National, regional or community groups that have made significant contributions to the Menlo Park community
and have not been previously honored in a meaningful way by the City.

5. The City Council from time to time may authorize a dedication, memorial plaque, or other recognition in or on a
facility that is closely identified with a person or group, or to recognize individuals and/or groups who have donated
to the facility and/or individual programs or components within it, but the policy of the City is to retain the historic
name of the facility.

6. For other than naming and/or dedicating a new facility and its individual programs or components, it is the policy of
the City to take no action until at least six months from the receipt of a suggested renaming or rededication.

Recomendacion

Esta sesion de estudio en conjunto es parte de un proceso de varios pasos que fue establecido por el
Ayuntamiento para informar sobre la toma de decisiones de posibles nombres y/o designacion de las
instalaciones y programas principales que se ubicaran en el proyecto del Campus Comunitario de Menlo Park
(MPCC). El proposito de esta sesion de estudio conjunto es escuchar las opiniones de la comunidad e informar
a la Comision de Parques y Recreacion (PRC) y a la Comision de Bibliotecas (LC) sobre el proceso que el
Ayuntamiento ha dirigido para seleccionar nombres y/o dedicatorias para las nuevas instalaciones y sus
programas principales.

El personal de la ciudad recomienda que durante esta sesion de estudio conjunto, la PRC y la LC abran un
nuevo ciclo de cuatro semanas de recepcidén de comentarios publicos para que los residentes de Menlo Park
ofrezcan sus comentarios y sugerencias de nombre o designacion de la instalacion recién construida y/o cada
uno de los cinco programas principales —centro de ancianos, biblioteca publica, centro juvenil, centro acuatico
y centro recreativo—que se ubicaran en la misma. Todos los comentarios recibidos previamente sobre el tema
de los nombres se han conservado y se incluiran con cualquier comentario publico nuevo que se reciba durante
el periodo de comentarios publicos de cuatro semanas.

Al final del periodo de comentarios publicos de cuatro semanas, la PRC y la LC convocaran conjuntamente otra

reunion publica, tentativamente el 25 de octubre, para considerar todos los aportes recibidos de la comunidad,

incluidos los comentarios recibidos previamente; escuchar comentarios publicos adicionales; revisar el

procedimiento y criterios en la Politica de Nombramientos; y direccion del Ayuntamiento. En ese momento, la

PRC y la LC podrian recomendar conjuntamente al Ayuntamiento:

» Hasta tres nombres potenciales y/o designacion de toda la instalacion

+ Hasta tres nombres potenciales y/o designacién de cada uno de los cinco programas principales que
albergara.

El Ayuntamiento revisara las recomendaciones del PRC y LC en noviembre o diciembre en una fecha por
determinar; revisar los comentarios de la comunidad; escuchar comentarios publicos adicionales; y considerar
el procedimiento y criterios en la Politica de Nombramientos. El Ayuntamiento tendra la decision final sobre el
nombre y/o la dedicacién de la instalacion en general, y los nombres y/o dedicatorias de cada uno de los cinco
programas principales que se albergaran en ella.

Cuestiones de politica

Como 6rganos asesores del Ayuntamiento, la PRC y la LC fungen como foros para la retroalimentacion y el
debate del publico, asimismo, hacen recomendaciones al Ayuntamiento relacionadas con los programas e
instalaciones de recreacion y biblioteca de Menlo Park.

La Politica del Ayuntamiento #CC-23-026, “Nombrar y/o cambiar el nombre de las instalaciones” (Politica de
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nombres) fue actualizada por el Ayuntamiento mediante Resolucion N° 6817 del 14 de marzo de 2023. Esta
establece el procedimiento y criterios para nombrar y/o destinar una nueva instalacion, o los programas o
componentes individuales dentro de una nueva instalacion, o el cambio de nombre y/o redesignacion de un
parque, area de juegos, edificio u otra unidad previamente designada bajo la jurisdiccion de la Ciudad (Anexo
A).

El Ayuntamiento es la Unica autoridad de toma de decisiones para nombrar o dedicar instalaciones de la
ciudad. Como 6rganos asesores del Ayuntamiento, la PRC y la LC no tienen autoridad para tomar decisiones
relacionadas con el nombramiento o la dedicacién de instalaciones de la Ciudad. La PRC y la LC no tomaran
ninguna decision ni haran recomendaciones sobre nombres y/o dedicaciones especificas durante esta sesion
de estudio conjunto.

Antecedentes

Proyectos de desarrollo, construccién, demolicion de instalaciones anteriores.

El 16 de diciembre de 2019, Facebook (ahora Meta) presento su propuesta inicial para desarrollar una
instalacion publica de usos multiples recientemente construida en una propiedad de la ciudad en 100-110
Terminal Avenue. Meta propuso desarrollar y construir la nueva instalacion y, una vez finalizada, la nueva
instalacion seria propiedad de la ciudad de Menlo Park y seria operada por esta para la comunidad. La
propuesta inicial del proyecto era incorporar un centro de ancianos, una sucursal de biblioteca, un centro juvenil
y un centro recreativo en un unico centro de usos multiples recién construido. El sitio del proyecto propuesto era
la ubicacion de cuatro instalaciones publicas existentes, luego de una propuesta de demolicion para dar paso al
proyecto.

En enero y febrero de 2021, el Ayuntamiento aprobd el proyecto, cuyo alcance se habia ampliado para incluir
un centro acuatico recién construido, entre otras mejoras del proyecto que seran financiadas por la ciudad de
Menlo Park. El trabajo de preparacién del sitio comenzo en el verano de 2021 con la demolicion de las cuatro
instalaciones existentes: Piscina de Belle Haven, Centro Juvenil de Belle Haven, Centro de ancianos de Menlo
Park y Centro Comunitario Onetta Harris.

En noviembre de 2021, la ciudad de Menlo Park y Meta celebraron una ceremonia de inauguracion para marcar
el inicio de la construccion nueva del proyecto MPCC. Poco después, se excavaron y vertieron los cimientos de
las nuevas instalaciones, se erigieron nuevas estructuras de acero y las nuevas instalaciones comenzaron a
construirse y tomar forma. La construccion ha avanzado a un buen ritmo y el proyecto esta en camino a
completarse y abrir al publico en 2024. Informacion adicional relacionada con la construccién esta disponible en
el sitio web del proyecto (Anexo B).

Analisis

Direccion del Ayuntamiento para el proceso de denominacion y cronograma

El 24 de enero, el Ayuntamiento ordend al personal de la Ciudad actualizar su Politica de Nombres y

emprender un proceso con aportes concretos de la comunidad para divulgar la toma de decisiones del

Ayuntamiento e identificar:

1. Un nombre y/o designacioén para el edificio general del Campus Comunitario de Menlo Park (MPCC)

2. Nombres y/o dedicatorias de cada uno de los cinco programas principales ubicados en el edificio del
MPCC: centro de ancianos, sucursal de biblioteca, centro juvenil, centro acuatico y centro recreativo.

3. Reconocimientos para personas y/o grupos que donen para cubrir los costos del mobiliario, equipo, libros,
arte publico y otras comodidades del dia de la inauguracion en el edificio MPCC.

El 14 de marzo, el Ayuntamiento actualizo la Politica de nombres y autorizé un proceso con aportes concretos
de la comunidad para divulgar la toma de decisiones del Ayuntamiento e identificar nombres y/o dedicatorias en
las instalaciones del MPCC. El Ayuntamiento también ordené al personal de la Ciudad que priorizara primero el
desarrollo de la programacion del MPPC y que programara el proceso de nombramiento de las instalaciones
durante el verano/otofio de 2023 después de que el trabajo de programacién se hubiera completado en su
mayor parte. A continuacién, se proporcionara un resumen del proceso de hombramiento y el cronograma
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actualizado. Todas las fechas son tentativas y estan sujetas a cambios:

. 18 de septiembre: la PRC y la LC convocan conjuntamente una sesion de estudio publico para revisar la
direccion del Ayuntamiento y la Politica de nombres y abrir un nuevo periodo de comentarios publicos de
cuatro semanas para que los residentes de Menlo Park ofrezcan opiniones y sugerencias para
nombrar/designar la nueva instalacién y/o cada uno de sus cinco programas principales.

+ 25de octubre: PRC y LC convocan una reunion publica para considerar todos los aportes de la comunidad
recibidos, la direccion del Ayuntamiento y la Politica de nombres, luego recomiendan al Ayuntamiento
hasta tres nombres potenciales y/o dedicatorias para la instalacion en general, y hasta tres nombres
potenciales y/o dedicatorias para cada uno de los cinco programas principales que se albergaran dentro de
las nuevas instalaciones.

* Noviembre/diciembre, por determinar: el Ayuntamiento revisa las recomendaciones del PRC y del LC y
escucha comentarios publicos adicionales, luego selecciona un nombre y/o dedicacion para la instalacion
en general, y selecciona nombres y/o dedicatorias para cada uno de los cinco programas principales que
se implementaran en la misma.

Derechos de denominacion

Segun la Politica de nombres de la Ciudad, el Ayuntamiento es la Unica autoridad de toma de decisiones para
nombrar o designar las instalaciones de la Ciudad, incluidas las instalaciones del MPCC y los programas que
se albergaran en ellas. Los derechos de denominacioén de la Ciudad para el proyecto MPCC se afirman en el
Acuerdo de Financiamiento y Mejoras entre la Ciudad de Menlo Park y Facebook (ahora Meta), que establece:
“La Ciudad tendra discrecion exclusiva para nombrar el Proyecto de acuerdo con sus politicas internas; siempre
que, antes de seleccionar el nombre, la Ciudad se reuna y consulte con Facebook. La Ciudad no otorgara
licencias, vendera ni comercializara de otro modo los derechos de nombre del Proyecto, ni proporcionara
derechos de nombre a un donante. Facebook tendra el derecho no exclusivo de utilizar la apariencia y la
imagen del Proyecto y hacer referencia al nombre del Proyecto en su marketing o en cualquier otro material
publicado”.

Antecedentes del titulo provisional actual del proyecto, “Campus Comunal de Menlo Park”

En el nacleo del proyecto MPCC se encuentra una unica instalacion publica de usos multiples recién
construida. La nueva instalacion incorporara servicios de la ciudad que anteriormente estaban ubicados en
cinco instalaciones separadas, incluido un centro de ancianos, la sucursal de una biblioteca, un centro juvenil,
un centro acuatico y un centro recreativo. El proyecto MPCC esta impregnado de una historia local rica y
compleja, y el disefio de las nuevas instalaciones tiene como objetivo honrar y continuar esa historia a través de
la incorporacioén y priorizacion de los servicios tradicionales de la ciudad y de experiencias comunitarias que los
residentes de Menlo Park, especialmente los residentes de larga data del vecindario de Belle Haven, tales
como el deseo, la necesidad y la confianza. Al mismo tiempo, el disefio innovador del proyecto MPCC tiene
como objetivo crear nuevas sinergias y oportunidades para brindar servicios multigeneracionales a la
comunidad de Menlo Park de maneras novedosas e impactantes al ubicar multiples programas en un solo lugar
de vanguardia, la instalacion recientemente construida.

El 15 de octubre de 2019, cuando el Ayuntamiento acepto el Plan Maestro de Instalaciones de Parques y
Recreaciéon (PRFMP), incluyé una recomendacion para volver a imaginar el sitio en 100 Terminal Avenue como
un campus multigeneracional centrado en la comunidad. El campus previsto fue mencionado en el PRFMP con
el titulo provisional: “Campus y parque comunitario multigeneracional Belle Haven”.

El 28 de enero de 2020, cuando el Ayuntamiento aprobo por primera vez una resolucion de intencion de
colaborar con Facebook (ahora Meta) en el desarrollo de una nueva instalacion multigeneracional en 100-110
Terminal Avenue, el proyecto recibio el titulo provisional, “Belle Haven Centro Comunitario y Biblioteca”, o
BHCCL para abreviar.

El 15 de septiembre de 2020, se informé al Ayuntamiento que el proyecto se denominaria con el titulo
provisional “Campus Comunal de Menlo Park”, o MPCC para abreviar, para que fuera mas inclusivo y reflejara
los beneficios para la ciudad en general y los demas componentes. del proyecto ademas del centro comunitario
y la biblioteca, es decir, el centro de ancianos, el centro juvenil y la piscina. El nombre real de la nueva
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instalacion se determinaria en un proceso separado después de la aprobacion del disefio del proyecto.

Descripcion general de las instalaciones y programas anteriores y actuales
A continuacion, presentaremos actualizaciones resumidas del estado de las instalaciones y programas
anteriores y actuales que se alojaran en las nuevas instalaciones del MPCC cuando abra.

Sucursal de la Biblioteca de Belle Haven

Actualmente ubicada en 413 Ivy Drive, la sucursal de la biblioteca de Belle Haven permanecié abierta al publico
en el mismo lugar durante la construccion del proyecto MPCC, dicha sucursal se trasladara al MPCC cuando se
complete el proyecto. La nueva instalacion incluira un espacio de biblioteca ampliado que abarcara dos pisos y
contara con un nuevo espacio para creadores, una zona para adolescentes, un patio al aire libre para nifios y
salas de estudio/tutoria. La ubicacién actual de la biblioteca en 413 Ivy Drive es parte del espacio de la Escuela
Primaria Belle Haven propiedad del Distrito Escolar de la Ciudad de Ravenswood, que volvera al uso de la
escuela después del traslado de la biblioteca.

Piscina de Belle Haven

Anteriormente ubicada en 100 Terminal Avenue, las instalaciones de la Piscina de Belle Haven fueron cerradas
y demolidas en junio de 2021 para dar paso al proyecto MPCC. Los programas acuaticos no se ofreceran en
esta ubicacion durante la construccion, pero se brindaran cuando se inauguren las nuevas instalaciones. Las
nuevas instalaciones incluiran un nuevo centro acuatico con piscina de espectaculos, piscina de instruccion,
area acuatica familiar y otras caracteristicas.

Centro juvenil de Belle Haven

Anteriormente ubicado en 100 Terminal Avenue, el edificio del Centro Juvenil Belle Haven fue cerrado y
demolido en junio de 2021 para dar paso al proyecto MPCC. El programa del centro juvenil se trasladé a un
edificio modular temporal en el area de estacionamiento de Kelly Park en mayo de 2021, y permanecio abierto
en esa ubicacion provisional durante la construccion del proyecto MPCC, sin embargo, se trasladara al MPCC
cuando se complete el proyecto. Las nuevas instalaciones incluiran un espacio de centro juvenil mejorado con
aulas y areas de juego interiores, patio de juegos al aire libre, bafios para nifios, cocina y otras caracteristicas.

Centro de Ancianos de Menlo Park

Anteriormente ubicado en 100 Terminal Avenue, el edificio del Centro de Ancianos de Menlo Park fue cerrado y
demolido en junio de 2021 para dar paso al proyecto MPCC. El programa del centro de ancianos se traslado
temporalmente al Centro de Recreacion Familiar Arrillaga en mayo de 2021 y permanecié abierto en esa
ubicacion provisional durante la construccion del proyecto MPCC. El programa del centro para personas
mayores se trasladara al MPCC cuando se complete el proyecto. Las nuevas instalaciones incluirdn multiples
espacios de centro para personas mayores con salon para personas mayores, comedor y salon de eventos,
cocina de calidad comercial, terrazas al aire libre y facil acceso a espacios y programas auxiliares en la
biblioteca, el espacio para creadores y el estudio de movimiento, entre otras caracteristicas.

Centro Comunitario Onetta Harris

Anteriormente ubicado en 100 Terminal Avenue, el edificio del Centro Comunitario Onetta Harris fue cerrado y
demolido en junio de 2021 para dar paso al proyecto MPCC. La mayoria de los programas deportivos y
recreativos no se ofrecen en este lugar durante la construccion, pero se reanudaran cuando se inauguren las
nuevas instalaciones. (Algunas clases de recreacion a menor escala se estan brindando en la biblioteca
cercana de Belle Haven de manera provisional durante la construccion). La nueva instalacion incluira un
gimnasio publico, un centro de acondicionamiento fisico, un estudio de movimiento, vestidores y duchas,
espacio para aulas y otras caracteristicas.

Nombre general del “campus”

Antes de ser demolidas para dar paso a la construccion del proyecto MPCC, las instalaciones en 100 Terminal
Avenue se ubicaban en instalaciones separadas e independientes, y cada una llevaba su propio nombre
individual, no existe ningun registro de que el Ayuntamiento haya asignado un solo nombre general al grupo
general de instalaciones, a veces denominado “campus”, en el pasado. El antiguo letrero del monumento en
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100 Terminal Avenue antes de la demolicion enumeraba los nombres de las instalaciones individuales en el
sitio (incluido Kelly Park, que no es parte de la construccion del proyecto MPCC), pero no enumeraba ni
indicaba un nombre general del campus (Anexo C).

La construccién de una nueva instalacion de usos multiples Unica presenta la oportunidad para que el
Ayuntamiento asigne potencialmente un nombre general y/o una dedicacion al campus que abarcara los cinco
programas mencionados anteriormente: biblioteca, centro acuatico, centro juvenil, centro de ancianos y centro
recreativo, ademas de denominar y/o designar a cada uno de los cinco programas individuales. El
Ayuntamiento también podria optar por incluir Kelly Park en cualquier nombre o dedicacion general del campus,
si lo desea; sin embargo, debe tenerse en cuenta que no existe ninguna intencién ni proceso para cambiar el
nombre de Kelly Park en este momento.

Otras consideraciones de denominacion y/o dedicacion
Nombres de programas actuales, sefializacién de orientacion.
Cada uno de los cinco programas principales que se ubicaran juntos en la nueva instalacién multiservicio
(biblioteca, centro acuatico, centro juvenil, centro de ancianos y centro recreativo) tenia anteriormente o tiene
actualmente nombres asignados (como se enumeran a continuacion):

* Sucursal de la Biblioteca de Belle Haven

+ Piscina de Belle Haven

» Centro Juvenil Belle Haven

» Centro de ancianos de Menlo Park

* Centro Comunitario Onetta Harris

Estos programas individuales ya no estaran ubicados en edificios separados cuando se inaugure la nueva
instalacion de usos multiples, sin embargo, cada programa estara ubicado en un area propia dentro de la nueva
instalacion, marcada con letreros en esas areas, que permitiran orientarse en todo el nuevo “campus” y los
directorios oficiales de la ciudad. Se pretende que cada programa individual conserve su identidad y sus
programas unicos en las nuevas instalaciones, incluso cuando el disefio todo en uno unico de las instalaciones
recién construidas cree nuevas colaboraciones y sinergias entre los programas individuales. Esto presenta la
oportunidad para que el Ayuntamiento reafirme potencialmente los nombres existentes o anteriores para cada
uno de estos programas individuales, o potencialmente asigne nuevos nombres y/o dedicaciones a cada uno
de estos programas.

Letrero para el monumento
El disefio del proyecto incluye un nuevo letrero para el monumento ubicado al lado de la calle en la entrada del
sitio por la Terminal Avenue con el propdsito de demarcar la direccion e indicar lo que alli se encuentra.

Letrero de entrada principal del edificio

El disefio del proyecto incluye un letrero sobre la entrada principal al nuevo edificio para que los visitantes
identifiquen el edificio. Es de destacar que el nuevo edificio tendra una unica entrada principal consolidada y un
letrero de entrada; esto es diferente de las instalaciones anteriores, ya que estaban en edificios separados,
cada uno con su propio letrero de entrada principal.

Orientacion y sefalizacion de habitaciones

El disefio del proyecto incluye letreros en cada una de las habitaciones individuales dentro del edificio y letreros
de orientacion distribuidos por todo el “campus” para guiar a los visitantes a los programas y destinos
individuales. Si el Ayuntamiento denomina y/o designa cada uno de los programas principales en las nuevas
instalaciones (o reafirma sus nombres existentes/anteriores), se mostraran en las sefalizaciones de orientacion
y de habitaciones.

Placa de dedicacion
Es costumbre que los edificios publicos nuevos y de interés exhiban una placa dedicatoria en la entrada
principal u otro edificio destacado. Las placas de dedicacion generalmente muestran el afio o la fecha en que

se comileté i desiﬁné oficialmente el edificio, i reconocen a iersonas o entidades ﬁue desemieﬁaron iaﬁeles
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importantes en el desarrollo del proyecto, como funcionarios electos, arquitectos, constructores, financieros,
votantes y/o medidas electorales, segun corresponda. la instalacion especifica. El Ayuntamiento podria optar
por reconocer a personas o entidades que desempefiaron papeles importantes en el desarrollo del proyecto
incluyendo dichos reconocimientos en una placa de dedicacion.

Aporte publico para el proceso de denominacion

Los miembros del publico son bienvenidos y alentados a compartir comentarios y sugerencias por escrito
relacionados con la denominacion y/o dedicatorias del MPCC a través de cualquiera de los siguientes medios:

El personal de la ciudad ha recibido mas de 150 comentarios publicos escritos relacionados con el
nombramiento y/o dedicatorias del MPCC hasta la fecha. Se seguiran aceptando comentarios publicos hasta el
25 de octubre. Se publicara una recopilacién de todos los comentarios publicos escritos recibidos en un informe
para PRC y LC para la reunion conjunta tentativamente el 25 de octubre, y en el informe posterior al
Ayuntamiento a finales de 2023.

Proximos pasos del proceso de denominacion
El 25 de octubre, el personal de la Ciudad presentara a la PRC y la LC la siguiente informacién para ayudar a
informar y respaldar las recomendaciones conjuntas de la PRC y la LC al Ayuntamiento:
1. Recopilacion de todos los comentarios publicos escritos recibidos a través de varios canales de
retroalimentacion.
2. Resumen de los comentarios del publico recibidos
3. Breve revision de la Politica de Nombramiento y la direccion del Ayuntamiento relacionada con el
proceso de nombramiento
4. Matriz de oportunidades de nombramiento y/o dedicacion para ayudar en el proceso de discusion y
recomendacion del PRC y LC.

Impacto en los recursos de la ciudad

Como 6rganos asesores del Ayuntamiento, la Comision de Parques y Recreacion y la Comision de Bibliotecas
no autorizan asignaciones de recursos. Las autorizaciones presupuestarias municipales son competencia
exclusiva del Ayuntamiento.

No hay ningun impacto directo para el Fondo General de la Ciudad asociado con esta sesion de estudio.

Revision ambiental

Esta sesion de estudio de solo discusion no es un proyecto dentro del significado de las Directrices de la Ley de
Calidad Ambiental de California (CEQA) §§15378 y 15061(b)(3), ya que no resultara en ningun cambio fisico
directo o indirecto en el medio ambiente.

Noticia publica

La notificacién publica se logré mediante la publicacion del orden del dia, con la lista de puntos del orden del
dia, al menos 72 horas antes de la reunion. Ademas, la Ciudad envi6 avisos electronicos a través de las redes
sociales y directamente a los suscriptores de actualizaciones por correo electronico y texto del proyecto desde
la pagina del proyecto (Anexo B).
